Our Shelters provided 429 children with 9,098 days of care.

The average age at admission was 4 years old.

79% of the children who stayed at our Shelters were admitted with
one or more siblings.

97% returned to parent/relative.

Despite closing a preschool
classroom mid-year, the
number of children served
was higher than expected.
By conducting assessments
midway through the year,
families who found stability
were connected to other
resources. This made

room for new children and
families at higher levels

of risk for child abuse

and neglect.
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The Foster Family Program prepares, supports and provides re
thelr hearts and homes for abused and neglected children. Our
nurturing temporary homes for children in Child Protective Services (CPS) custody until they
~ can return to their birth families or adopted by a new family.

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To recruit potential foster homes, we
collaborate with organizations and
associations to help promote our
program. Our recruitment efforts
involved 38 community collaborations

48 individuals completed
our eleven week PS MAPP
Training Program.

Crisis Nursery's 25 licensed foster
families opened up their homes and
hearts to 63 children who had been
removed from their biological families
due to abuse and neglect.

Atotal of 7,434 days of care were
provided to these children, many

of whom had arrived with just hours
notice, only the clothes on their backs

and often little information about them.

Thirty-two children were reunited
with family members

« 13 returned to parents

3 children moved to another foster

Throughout the year our staff
and foster families advocated

for the children entrusted in their
care. Many of them received special
services to help them deal with
past traumas. Efforts were made to
maintain contacts with siblings in
other placements and many of our
foster families developed supportive
relationships with their birth parents.
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In February 2009, Healthy
Families Arizona was impacted
greatly by DES budget cuts of
75%, forcing contract agencies
to lay of Healthy Families staff
and significantly impacting the
program'’s work with vulnerable,
high-risk families. The Healthy
Families Team at Crisis Nursery
had to layoff five staff members
and stop services to 37 families.

Fortunately, in April, expedited
funds from the First Things

First Central Phoenix Regional
Council made it possible for
Healthy Families to slowly rebuild.
Here at Crisis Nursery, services
resumed to previous families
and new families were assessed
by re-opening and expanding
services. Ten Family Support
Specialists and two managers are

now working the Health Families
Program housed at Crisis Nursery.

From July 1, 2008 to February
27,2009, prior to the budget
cuts and with a team of five, the
Healthy Families Team served

91 families. A total of 1,080
home visits done during this time
period for an average rate of 135
home visits done per month.

The program resumed in April
2009 and served 133 families
which included services to 291
children. To the end of the

fiscal year, 487 home visits were
completed. As more referral
sources reacquaint with Healthy
Families, the program will flourish
and help strengthen more at risk
families in our community.
