The GLC300 is offered in one frim level with a list of option packages from which to choose. A number of new safety and driver
assist features are also available to make it more competitive in the segment. Although the GLC300 offers a great deal of luxury
and technology, its options are offered in pricey groups — you can bring the MSRP well over the $50,000 mark. The Acura RDX
has a simpler model structure that offers an array of standard features to best fit our clients’ needs, and does so at a much lower
price.
