B Damage caused by vandalism, theft, or driving with low or no
tire pressure

B Repairs made without prior authorization

B Damage caused by road conditions (such as uneven lanes or
metal plates) in construction sites

B Failures from normal wear and tear, abnormal/improper wear
ordry rot
